[bookmark: _GoBack]Recommendations Related to the Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) for Media Organizations and Journalists 

1. When reporting current events related to Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) and/or cases of possible infection, the journalists/media representatives should consider and follow the following simple recommendations: 

a) Avoid close contact with persons with suspected COVID-19 without medical facemask.

b) When recording a suspected COVID-19 case, use a long stick microphone for interview. 

c) Do not use mic-blimp on microphone during interviews. The entire body of the microphone should be disinfected upon completion of the interview. 

d) Keep a safe distance of not less than 1-1.5 meters between the journalist and the respondents, especially anyone who is coughing or sneezing and / or having high fever. When someone coughs or sneezes they spray small liquid droplets from their nose or mouth which may contain virus.  If you are too close, you can breathe in the droplets, including the COVID-19 virus if the person coughing has the disease. 

e) Once the work is complete, remove the mask immediately without touching the front surface and throw it into the trash can. 

f) Wet cleaning and disinfection for high-touch items (it is not yet known how long the virus survives on surfaces. According to some available data - several hours). 

g) General recommendations for the prevention of influenza and other respiratory diseases should be observed in order to protect against new coronaviruses: 

· Wash your hands frequently for at least 20 seconds with soap and water, or using alcohol-based solution. 
· Do not touch the eyes, nose and mouth with an unwashed hand.
